· A New Book by Professor Samira Aghacy, Lebanese American University
Masculine Identity in the Fiction of the Arab East since 1967
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Description

This book offers an exploration of masculinity in the literature of the Arab East (Lebanon, Jordan, Palestine, Syria, and Iraq) in the context of a specific set of anxieties about gender roles and sexuality in Arab societies. While gender studies in the area have focused primarily on the situation of women, the treatment of Arab men as gendered subjects has fallen behind. Samira Aghacy’s rich analysis presents gender relations not within a fixed biological mold, but rather as a complex phenomenon fraught with ambivalence and operating within particular historical and geopolitical settings. 
Through a series of close readings of twenty contemporary Arabic novels, Aghacy presents a mosaic of masculinities that challenges the generally held view of an essentialized archetypal Arab man and mirrors a contested vision of manliness where men figure in diverse sociocultural environments. This groundbreaking work reveals the volatile nature of masculinity and its inextricability from femininity

Literary Orientalism, Postcolonialism and Universalism




Professor Al Dabbagh is celebrating the release of his book, Literary Orientalism, Postcolonialism and Universalism published by Peter Lang. 
This publication describes a clearly discernible tradition of literary orientalism and examines certain key texts of oriental literature for the strong impact that they have had on English literature and for the striking manner in which they have been absorbed and appropriated into British culture. The book then moves from literary orientalism to a discussion of postcolonialism and postcolonial discourse. It argues, principally, that the time has come to go beyond orientalism and postcolonialism to a more universalist approach.

Between 19 and 22 November, 2009, Professor Al-Dabbagh, chair of the Department of English Literature, United Arab Emirates University, attended the 18th International European Shakespeare Research Association Conference: Shakespeare and Conflict: A European Perspective,  held at the University of Pisa, and delivered a paper on "Conflict in Shakespeare's Roman World".  
Professor Al-Dabbagh also attended an international conference on "The Arabian Nights: Encounters and Translations in Literature and the Arts", organized by NYU/Abu Dhabi, December 15 to 17. The conference gathered scholars from as far away as Japan and the United States. The papers dealt with the impact of the Thousand and One Nights on music and film, as well as literature. Professor Al Dabbagh presented a paper entitled, “Shakespeare and the Arabian Nights", which will also form part of his forthcoming book on Shakespeare, the Orient, and the Critics, to be published by Peter Lang later this year.
